Below you will find an explanation of the Tabs and the different columns within:





Tab Items�Item No (column A):The Unique Id or Item No of a product. When a product has multiple Color Codes than the Item No will be described in multiple rows with a different Color Code. 


Color Code (column B: The Color Code connected to the Item No. 


Color Name (column C): The name of the Color that is given with the Color Code


Description (column D): A description of the product. 


Collection (column E): The name of the Collection 


Season (column F): The name of the Season 


Brand (column G): The name of the Brand 


Category (column H): In what category does this product belong


Product Group (column I): The product group that the product belongs to


Gender (column J): The gender of this product


Material (column K): What Material is used in this product 


Min Order Quantity (column  L): The minimal amount that must be ordered of this product


NOOS (column M): If the product is NOOS (Never Out Of Stock) then Yes if not No. 


Status (column N): The status of the product which can be: Active, Canceled, SoldOut, Invisible. 


Cross Reference (column O):The barcode on product level 


Custom_1(column P): A custom field can be inserted here


Custom_2 (column Q): A custom field  can be inserted here





Tab Sizes


Item No (column A):The Unique Id or Item No of a product. 


Color Code (column B: The Color Code connected to the Item No. 


Size Name (column C): The size in either numbers  32, 34, 36 or letters such as S, M, L 


Subsize Name(column D): The Subsize for instance with Pants


EAN Code(column E): The EAN code of the product on size level


Quantity Per Unit (column F): The amount of products that are sold within a PrePack


Stock (column G): The stock level of this size





Tab Prices


Item No (column A):The Unique Id or Item No of a product. 


Color Code (column B: The Color Code connected to the Item No. 


Currency (column C): The currency of the price such as EU, DKK


PriceGroup (column D): A pricegroup that customers are connected to when they have the same pricegroup. 


WholeSale(column E): What is the wholesale price of the product. 


Retail (column F): What is the retail price of the product. 


Purchase (column G): What is the purchase price of the product. 





Tab ExtraFields 


Item No (column A):The Unique Id or Item No of a product. 


Color Code (column B: The Color Code connected to the Item No. 


Name (column C): The subject name of which extra information is given example: Material  


Value (column D):The definition of the Name example: Cotton





Tab Customers 


Customer No (column A): The unique number given to a customer 


Name (column B): The name of the Customer (First and Last)


Email (column C): The email of the Customer 


Street (column D): The address of the Customer


House No(column E): The house number of the Customer 


Housse No Suffix (column F):The suffix of the house number 


Postal Code (column G): The postal code of the Customer 


City (column H): The City of the Customer 


Country column I): The Country of the Customer 


Currency  (column J): The Currency of the Customer which is connected with the currency's in the Tab Prices. 


Price Group (column K): The Price Group that a Customer belongs to and is connected to the Price Group in the Tab Prices. 


Discount Percentage (column  L): A discount percentage that is given to the Customer over the order amount. 


Status (column M): The status of the customer which can be: Active or Blocked. 


Language (column N): The Language of the customer.
